





Hullabaloo Primary Music Curriculum - End of Year Assessment

Year 5 - Hullabaloo Guru

A Hullabaloo guru understands the meaning of the word ‘cyclic’ and is able to identify and recognise cyclic patterns in music. They also clearly understand the
word ‘linear’ and know that Western music is written and played in a linear way. They can, without help, compose lyrics and a melody as part of a song cycle
and can recognise and nhame more nuanced changes in tempo. They can confidently recall the terms ‘adagio’ and ‘allegro’ and know the words ‘presto’,
‘andante’ and ‘grave’.

A Hullabaloo guru has secure knowledge of different techniques for playing stringed instruments and can play a short, notated melody with some ease. They
can fluently and confidently read music notation in the treble clef and recall the meaning of ‘tone’ and ‘semitone’. They also know the features of musicals and
musical theatre.

Gurus are secure in identifying and naming different emotions conveyed through a piece of music. They understand what an occasional song is and know
some examples of these, specifically related to Hannukah and Chinese New Year. Gurus know that Chinese music uses a different scale system to Western
music and that this scale system is the same as the major ‘pentatonic scale’ in Western music. They also understand that a lot of Jewish music is written in a
minor key. Hullabaloo gurus confidently share notation rules for pieces of music.

Hullabaloo gurus know the meaning of the term ‘musical genre’ and can apply this in identifying jazz and swing music. They can securely name the
instruments used in both genres and recognise that some features of jazz music include improvisation and off-beat accents. They know that swing music is a
musical genre that developed from jazz and one of its main features are ‘riffs’. They recognise what ‘partner songs’ are and can recall the notes belonging to
the key of C major.

When studying composition, gurus can identify and analyse key compositional components in a piece of music. They recognise the importance of tonality and
timbre in creating mood when listening and composing their own pieces. They can show how well-chosen sounds can evoke a sense of place, create
atmosphere and help to change a scene. Gurus can also explain specific musical devices that are used to add an overall effect to a piece of music. They can
appropriately match music clips to specific film genres.

As well as being able to identify jazz and swing music, gurus can confidently identify the genres of samba and waltz and relate them to carnival music, either
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waltz is recognisable by its 3/4 musical timing. Gurus can compose, hotate and play their own chord sequences with confidence and understand the role of
syncopated rhythms. They can also reliably conduct music in 3/4 time and recognise metre changes.

Throughout Year 5, gurus have experienced the musical genres of jazz, samba, swing and waltz. They have looked at Gahu, Jewish and Chinese music and
